The 
city's annual Street Improvement 
Program is coinciding with the 
construction of the left-turn lanes on 
Thibodaux bridges, managed by 
DOTD. The combination of the two 
major projects has created more opportunity for road 
closures, detours, and inconvenience. 
  
We have tried to communicate Barriere Construction's 
schedule, but there are always unexpected changes due 
to inclement weather, equipment issues, or employee 
issues.   
  
I appreciate everyone's patience during this time. 
Construction will soon be complete and we will all be 
able to enjoy the freshly paved streets and left-turn 
lanes on our bridges. In the meantime, we will continue 
to send press releases when we receive new 
information from Barriere Construction.
